The City of Sacramento, Community Development Department, Environmental Planning Services has
completed preparation of a Draft Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Osage Warehouse Project
(DR21-163) project and intends to present the document for adoption as part of project review.

The document is now available for a 30-day public review and comment period. The comment period is
from June 29, 2022, to July 29, 2022.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The project consists of a request to construct a new approximately 115,468
square-foot warehouse building, a 116-vehicle parking stall parking lot, 14 loading docks and associated
site improvements, including off site improvements. Primary vehicle access would be provided by
Osage Avenue to the south.
