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ECONOMIC GARDENING APPLICATION GUIDELINES 
 
“Economic Gardening 2.0” is an economic development program designed to provide sophisticated 
market research and customized small business technical assistance to qualifying local companies 
poised for growth. The City of Sacramento partners with the National Center for Economic 
Gardening (NCEG: https://economicgardening.org/) and Berkeley Strategy Advisors (BSA) to 
implement this program. 
 
Participants receive executive-level market intelligence and growth strategy consulting culminating 
in eligibility for a matching reimbursement grant of up to $50,000 to support growth strategy 
implementation. 
 
Program Outline 
This program takes place in two main phases. In the first phase, companies receive 40 hours of 
services from the NCEG's team of research experts. These seasoned researchers leverage 
sophisticated corporate databases, GIS systems, Search Engine Optimization and Web marketing tools 
that provide the CEO with data and conclusions about key issues for each individual company. BSA 
provides program administration and technical advisory support throughout the program. 
 
When research is complete, companies then move to the second phase of Economic Gardening, where 
they take what they’ve learned from NCEG and develop a project for business growth, funded in part by 
matching grants from the City of Sacramento.  
 
Participants will receive tailored advisory services from NCEG & BSA which may include: 

1. Data-driven growth strategy development 
2. Business model evaluation and competitive positioning refinement 
3. Market expansion and entry analysis 
4. Financial modeling and capital allocation planning 
5. Hiring strategy and organizational growth planning 
6. Grant project scoping, modeling, and feasibility analysis 
7. Ongoing technical assistance and strategic advisory support during grant project 

implementation 
 

Eligible Grant Project Activities 
The City encourages grant funding for projects that directly support business growth, capacity 
expansion, and market competitiveness. Eligible activities may include: 
 

1. Digital presence and marketing enhancements 
Website upgrades, e-commerce development, SEO, branding, and digital marketing strategy. 

2. Workforce expansion and talent development 
Hiring new staff, workforce training, and professional development to support growth. 

3. Facility expansion or relocation within Sacramento city limits 
Securing, expanding, or improving commercial space to increase operational capacity. 

4. Equipment and technology investments 
Machinery, tools, or technology upgrades that increase production capacity or efficiency. 

5. Strategic, financial, and operational planning 
Business planning, financial modeling, growth strategy development, and market expansion 
plans.

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6. New product or service development 
Research, prototyping, testing, and commercialization support. 

7. Professional advisory services 
Specialized consulting or technical expertise that directly supports project implementation and 
measurable growth outcomes. 

 
1 Note: Any projects that involve construction, alteration, demolition, installation, or repair work done under 
contract and paid in whole or in part out of  public funds will be subject to paying contractors a prevailing wage. To

Leadership Expectations 
To get the most out of this program, the company CEO must be available to participate in a 
program orientation, the initial discovery call and all subsequent meetings with NCEG specialists. It 
is also highly recommended that an additional staff member empowered to make decisions for the 
company be present in case they need to serve as back-up for further NCEG meetings. 
 
The City anticipates the following timeline for Economic Gardening engagement. The exact timeline 
will depend on the complexity of the research questions undertaken by NCEG specialists and the 
projects grantees implement with grant funds: 
 

• Program orientation (3 hours) and welcome mixer – July 2026 
• Discovery Call with NCEG specialists (1.5 hours) – July 2026 (depending on company 

availability) 
• NCEG specialists research on companies’ behalf and communicate via email on 

finalizing research questions – August 2026 
• Company officers meet with NCEG specialists 4-6 times for research debriefs (1 hour each) 

– September to Oct. 2026 (depending on company availability and complexity of research 
question) 

• Companies work with program administrator to finalize grant proposal – November 2026 
• Contracting begins with City of Sacramento – December 2026 

 
Grant funding is reimbursement-based and expenses cannot be incurred before the contract with 
the City is executed. If a company is unable to execute a contract with the City within six months of 
completing the NCEG consulting, the company forfeits their eligibility to grant funds. 
 
Grantees will have 12 months to expend funds once the contract is executed. Participants will be 
required to submit quarterly progress reports and spending reports until grant funds and matching 
funds are spent. For three years following the full expense of grant and matching contract funds, 
participants will submit annual progress reports. 
 
Eligibility Criteria 
Applicants must meet the following eligibility criteria to have an application scored: 

• Be a for-profit, privately held company headquartered and operating in the city of Sacramento 
• Have between approximately $1 million and $50 million in annual revenue

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• Generate approximately 25% or more of revenue from the export or sale of goods and 
services to markets outside the county of Sacramento 

• Employ at least 5 but no more than 99 employees (including the owner) at the 
Sacramento headquarters 

• Demonstrate growth in employment or revenue for at least 2 of the past 5 years 
 
Submission Process and Timeline 
Applicants must complete all required questions included in the online application. Application 
questions and scoring criteria can be reviewed in Appendix A. The City will only accept applications 
submitted on the City’s Grant Management System at 
(https://grants.cityofsacramento.gov/grants/s/).

Application Review Process 

1. Staff and the consulting team will review applications for minimum eligibility. 
2. A review panel consisting of outside experts and City staff will score the applications and 

make recommendations to staff for selection. 
3. Selected companies will be notif ied of f inal decisions in the second quarter of 2026. 

 
Rejection of Applications 
The City of Sacramento may, at its sole discretion, determine not to award any grant in response 
to this request or to negotiate with any grantee in any manner necessary to serve the best 
interests of the City. No applicant shall receive any compensation for preparing any grant 
application. 
 

Public Records 
All applications and application materials are public records. All information received from an 
applicant, whether received in connection with a grant application or in connection with any 
grant funded activities performed, will be disclosed upon receipt of a request for disclosure

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Scoring Rubric 
1. Leadership Capacity & Commitment - 30 Points 
(Aligned to Questions 25–28) 
 
Purpose: Determine if company leadership has the authority, availability, and experience required to 
effectively participate in a high-touch strategy program. 
 
Excellent (24-30 points) 

• CEO confirms participation. 
• Leadership demonstrates strong experience using data, market research, or outside advisors to 

guide major decisions. 
• Clearly articulates openness to adjusting strategy based on third-party research and evidence. 

Good (15-24 points) 
• Senior leader with strong authority identif ied; CEO involvement is present though partially 

delegated. 
• Some experience using outside expertise or data to inform decisions. 
• Demonstrates understanding of program expectations and engagement requirements. 

Fair (8-14 points) 
• Leadership identif ied but authority or engagement depth is somewhat unclear. 
• Limited evidence of prior strategic decision-making informed by external input. 

Poor or Inadequate (0-7 points) 
• No clear decision-maker identif ied or no demonstrated understanding of program requirements. 
• Primary participant lacks authority or has limited availability. 
• Minimal evidence of readiness for an intensive advisory process. 

 
2. Strategic Growth Readiness & Market Traction – 40 Points  
(Aligned to Questions 29–33 and relevant financial data in Questions 15–24) 
 
Purpose: Evaluate whether the company demonstrates a clear understanding of its business model and 
market position, shows measurable execution or growth traction, and is actively implementing or deciding 
on scalable growth strategies. 
 
Excellent (31-40 points) 

• Clearly articulates business model, value proposition, target customers, and revenue sources. 
• Demonstrates measurable revenue, employment, or operational growth in recent years. 
• Identif ies specific strategies currently being implemented or actively decided upon. 
• Clearly explains industry challenges or constraints and how outside expertise could unlock growth. 
• Market opportunity extends meaningfully beyond Sacramento County and shows scalability. 

Good (21-30 points) 
• Business model and competitive positioning are mostly clear. 
• Some evidence of execution traction or measurable improvement. 
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• Growth strategy is active but scalability or constraints are not fully articulated. 

Fair (11-20 points) 
• Business model described at a high level with limited depth. 
• Growth strategy is more aspirational than operational. 
• Limited measurable evidence of recent execution or traction. 

Poor or Inadequate (1-10 points) 
• Business model, competitive position, or growth strategy are unclear or inconsistent. 
• Minimal evidence of execution or readiness to scale. 
• No meaningful understanding of the business model, market position, or growth opportunity is 

demonstrated. 

 
3. Community Impact & Inclusive Practices – 10 Points 
(Aligned to Questions 34–35) 
 
Purpose: Confirm that the company operates in alignment with City values related to inclusive economic 
growth and community engagement. 
 
Excellent (9-10 points) 

• Demonstrates intentional and consistent workforce diversity practices and supplier inclusion efforts. 
• Actively engages with the Sacramento community beyond core business operations. 

Good (7-8 points) 
• Has implemented inclusive practices and demonstrates some community engagement. 

Fair (5-6 points) 
• Some informal or limited inclusive practices or engagement efforts. 

Poor (0-4points) 
• Minimal evidence of inclusive practices or community engagement. 
• No demonstrated consideration of inclusivity or community impact. 

 
4. Program Fit & Commitment – 20 Points  
(Aligned to Questions 35-36) 
 
Purpose: Confirm that the company understands the Economic Gardening program and can meaningfully 
engage in the program as structured. 
 
Excellent (16-20 points) 

• Clearly identif ies business challenges directly aligned with Economic Gardening research and 
strategy tools. 

• Strong understanding of program requirements. 

Good (11-15 points) 
• Identif ies relevant challenges and demonstrates general understanding of program structure. 
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Fair (6-10 points) 
• Challenges identif ied are loosely connected to program services. 
• Partial understanding of program requirements. 

Poor or Inadequate (0-5 points) 
• Limited understanding of program design or expectations. 
• No demonstrated alignment with program structure or participation requirements. 
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
