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The Project Goals

e Honor the history, resilience, and cultural contributions

of Sacramento’s Vietnamese community.

e Create a welcoming landmark representing shared
heritage and designed for future generations.

e Activate and revitalize the corridor, strengthening
community identity, pride, and economic vitality.

Community participation remains a central element of the
project, supported by ambassador-led engagement and
multilingual materials to ensure the gateway authentically
reflects the culture and vision of the residents and business

owners who shaped the district.

Background

Sacramento’s Little Saigon Gateway Project is rooted in decades
of cultural, social, and economic history along the Stockton
Boulevard corridor. The Vietnamese community began
establishing itself in this area in the 1980s to 2000s, following the
1975 Fall of Saigon, which led many Vietnamese families to seek
new beginnings in the United States. Over time, Stockton
Boulevard became home to a hub of Vietnamese restaurants,
family-owned businesses, retail, community organizations, and
essential services, forming a vibrant and recognizable cultural
district.

Recognizing this long-standing community presence and its
economic and cultural vitality, the City of Sacramento formally
designated the area as “Little Saigon” in 2010.

The Little Saigon Gateway Project builds upon years of community
advocacy seeking a meaningful landmark that reflects the
community’s heritage. The City received $1,805,000 in state grant
funds through the Community Reinvestment Program (SB 104,
Budget Act of 2023), supplemented by $395,000 in local funding,
to develop a gateway feature along Stockton Boulevard between
Riza Avenue and 47th Avenue—the heart of the Little Saigon
corridor. These funds support public engagement, preliminary
engineering, design, right-of-way activities, and construction.
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Current City Activities

The City is reaching out to local businesses,
neighborhood associations, faith-based
organizations, = and  community  leaders
committed to economic development and the
diverse sense of community along Stockton
Boulevard. The corridor’s diverse communities
have made significant contributions to its
cultural, social, and physical landscape.
Successful revitalization depends not only on
increasing economic activity, but also on valuing
cultural diversity, uplifting long-time residents
through generational wealth creation, helping
small business owners thrive, and focusing on
increasing ownership by residents and
businesses in homes, businesses, land, and civic
processes.
